BAGHDAD - A suicide car bomber penetrated tight security to strike an Iraqi military base on Sunday in the deadliest of a
series of attacks that killed at least 42 people across Iraq. In Baghdad, the U.S.-protected Green Zone came under
heavy fire by rockets or mortar rounds.



Seven people also were killed and 14 wounded in a suicide car bombing in the Shiite area of Shula in the capital.



The attacks underscored the fragility of Iraq's security, despite a decline in violence over the past year. They also came
as the U.S. military death toll in Iraq nears 4,000.



Weekend raids across Iraq resulted in 17 insurgents killed and 30 detained, the U.S. military said. The deadliest was an
operation Sunday targeting a suspected suicide bombing network east of Baqouba that killed 12 armed men, the military
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said.



Iraqi police reported a dozen civilians killed in an airstrike in the same area. But the military said those killed in the raid
were insurgents, including six who had shaved their bodies apparently in preparation for suicide operations.



In the northwestern city of Mosul, Iraqi security forces opened fire on the suicide bomber as he drove toward a military
base but were unable to foil the attack because the truck's windshield had been made bulletproof. An Iraqi army officer
who described the attack spoke on condition of anonymity because he wasn't authorized to release the information.



The attacker blasted past an armored vehicle to reach the courtyard of the military headquarters, the officer said.



Police said at least 13 Iraqi soldiers were killed and 42 people wounded â€” 30 soldiers and 12 civilians â€” in the attack. Mosul,
225 miles northwest of Baghdad, has been described by the U.S. as the last urban stronghold of the Sunni-led al-Qaida
in Iraq.



The U.S. military in northern Iraq gave a slightly lower toll of 12 Iraqi soldiers killed and 35 wounded.



Shiite extremists were suspected to be behind the barrages against the Green Zone, which houses the U.S. and British
embassies and the Iraqi government headquarters...

His
father is Joseph Aramanda, a Rezko business associate who was named as an unindicted co-conspirator in a federal
corruption case against Rezko. Aramanda has contributed $11,500 to Obama since 2000, Gibbs said. 



â€œMr. Rezko did provide a recommendation for John Aramanda,â€• Gibbs said. â€œI think that itâ€™s fairly obvious that a few-week
internship is not of anything of benefit to Mr. Rezko or any of his businesses.â€• 



The revelation of the internship comes after Obama acknowledged a mistake in buying property from Rezko in January
2006 â€” a deal that enlarged the senatorâ€™s yard in the Kenwood neighborhood on the South Side. The transaction occurred
at a time when it was widely known Rezko was under investigation by the U.S. attorneyâ€™s office. 



â€œIt was a mistake to have been engaged with him at all in this or any other personal business dealing that would allow
him, or anyone else, to believe that he had done me a favor,â€• Obama â€” a likely presidential candidate â€” told the Sun-Times
in November. 
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Rezko was indicted in October for allegedly trying to collect nearly $6 million in kickbacks from government deals and
trying to shake down a Hollywood producer for $1.5 million in campaign contributions to Gov. Blagojevich. 



Obama and Rezko have been friends since 1990, and the Wilmette businessman has raised as much as $60,000 in
campaign contributions for him.

Aramanda was identified by the Sun-Times as â€œIndividual D,â€• who allegedly received a $250,000 kickback tied to a scheme
to steer lucrative state pension deals to firms and consultants that donated to Blagojevich. Aramanda is not specifically
named or charged with criminal wrongdoing in the court papers. He could not be reached for comment Saturday. 



Aramanda has contributed $11,500 to Obama's campaigns since 2000, Gibbs said. He gave $1,000 toward Obamaâ€™s run
for Congress against Rep. Bobby Rush (D-Chicago) in 2000; $500 to Obamaâ€™s Senate campaign in 2003 and $10,000 to
his Senate campaign in 2004, Gibbs said. 



Gibbs said John Aramanda served in Obamaâ€™s Capitol Hill office from July 20 to Aug. 26, 2005, during which he received
an $804 cost-of-living stipend.
